Learning and developing

Beginning in the Early Years (Nursery and Reception), our staff ensure
your child is warmly welcomed and cared for. An excellent staffing

ratio enables teachers to give each child plenty of individual time and
attention so that they develop happily at their own pace. Teachers make
learning lively and engaging and children learn to become independent
thinkers from an early age

We are not selective and are justifiably proud of the fact that we are
able to bring out the very best in children of all abilities. Teacher
enthusiasm and expertise is at the heart of pupil achievement; we aim for
each and every child to achieve beyond normal expectations. Whether
children are being taught in small groups, individually or within a class,
lessons focus on ‘learning’ rather than ‘working’. Our teaching therefore
has a significant impact on the achievement of the less able and ensures
that the more able are challenged and engaged. Our Year 6 leavers are,
in nearly all cases, offered their first choice of secondary school. Most
go fo highly competitive and prestigious academic schools, with a good
proportion being offered scholarships.
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Pupils greatly enjoy school and develop a wide range of
hobbies and skills, including high quality skills in music.

Music & Drama

At Daiglen we believe that non-academic talents are equally important
in life and aim to form the foundations for a life of creative interest and
enthusiasm. We will introduce your child to the world of performing arts
and harness individuality and expression.

Each year our lively productions give all pupils a chance to gain
experience and have fun acting, singing, dancing and playing
instruments in front of an audience. During the year, everyone will
perform in a major concert, to which you are warmly invited.

Public speaking and performing is a life skill we actively promote.
Speech and Drama lessons, which begin in Year 1, are very popular
and lead to impressive success in LAMDA examinations. Pupils leave
with a sound knowledge of several Shakespearean plays having
experienced a variety of live productions and taken part in a number of
professional workshops.

Our specialist teacher begins in Nursery to instil pupils with a love of
music. Talent is nurtured and individual singing tuition is offered, together
with a wide variety of instrumental tuition including drums, guitar and
piano. All children are encouraged to learn an instrument, beginning
with recorder in Year 3.

Pupils compose and produce a variety of music. All junior children are
members of the choir, which has sung at the Albert Hall, as well as
performing for the elderly, in sheltered accommodation and, of course,
for parents and peers in regular school productions and concerts. Events
such as Harvest Festival and the Carol Service are much loved musical
experiences.

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Art & Sport

Our purpose-built art studio is light, airy and welcoming — an ideal
environment in which children can develop their artistic skills.

Our specialist teacher encourages enthusiasm for art through the use

of dynamic and interactive lessons based both within and outside the
classroom. Credtivity is inspired by regular visits to art galleries, Gifted
and Talented workshops and exhibitions as well as our annual art week.
Children are encouraged to be proud of their work as a unique piece
of art projecting part of themselves to the world. Individual and original
work is always valued and confidence building by positive peer review
is regularly undertaken.

Confidence and Enthusiasm: Our extensive range of extra-curricular
activities is designed to foster individual skills and develop your child’s
whole personality. We aim to give children an enthusiasm for life and
the self-assurance and confidence in their abilities which will equip them
for the challenges of the future.

Our own fulltime staff are there to care for children in holiday clubs and
on adventure or foreign holidays, as well as before and after school,
playtimes & lunchtime.

Independence is nurtured so that pupils enjoy the challenge of ‘Overnight
at the Museum’, progressing to Bush Craft weekends, an adventure week
and, if they wish, a skiing holiday.

Leadership: From Year 2, children have the opportunity of serving
